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3. Jointly fund essential infrastructure and services through Project Wai Ora, on 
and to Maori land, to enable development. 

 
In addition to the above actions, staff will use the checklist prepared by the 
SmartGrowth team as a project initiation tool.  The checklist will allow consideration 
of the key outcomes or actions presented through the position papers. Staff can 
then decide how these can be considered within the project, and build this into the 
project plan. 
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
